PART 3 EXECUTION - Architectural Wall Panels

3.1 INSTALLATION

A. Install in accordance with Flexospan’s Standard Details. (www.Flexospan.com)

B. Formed closed cell polyethylene profile closures, glued rib side, eave and opening edges.

C. Concealed fastener exterior panels shall be positive fastened only, no clip-type fastening shall be. permitted.
When fastened directly to structural steel, panels shall be attached with No. 14 by 1 inch (25 mm) self-tapping
screws. When used in conjunction with a FL-24 liner panel and sub-girt, the exterior panel shall be attached
using No. 14 by 3/4 inch (19 mm) sheet metal screws, or 12/14 by 1 inch (15 mm) TEK 3 self-drilling screws.

D. Remove strippable film immediately upon erection of panels or flashings.
